Shishak, pharaoh of Egypt, plundered the temple at
Jerusalem during the days of King Rehoboam (see
BD, “Pharaoh” and “Shishak,” 750, 774).

Asa sought God'’s help and defeated the kingdom of
Ethiopia (see BD, “Asa” and “Ethiopia,” 614, 667).
Jehoash (Joash), with the help of Jehoiada the high

priest, restored Jehovah worship and repaired the
temple at Jerusalem (see BD, “Jehoiada,” 710).
